A Letter from the Chairman of the Mount House Association, Grahame Bartleet.

Dear pupils, former pupils, parents and staff,

This year has been one of change for The Mount House Association. After five years of exemplary service, Patrick Cashell decided to
step down as chairman: he has handed on the baton to me and I will try to live up to his example of service. Jon Elworthy has played
a key role in the development of the Association as secretary to the committee and he has also relinquished his position to be replaced
by Pat Tear. We are lucky that both Jon and Patrick have agreed to continue to serve on the committee: their experience and wise
counsel will be invaluable. After many years supporting the committee including some memorable contributions to the cricketing life
of the school and Association, Jonathan Banyard has tendered his resignation and will be greatly missed. Our thanks go to all of these
for their hard work to support and develop this organisation. Mike Greenwood joined the committee earlier this year to carry on the
good work.

It’s worth casting our minds back five years to reflect on the progress that has been made by the Association under the leadership of
Patrick and Jon. The Association had been largely dormant with little to encourage the participation of existing members or to attract
new ones. Now the membership list has been rebuilt – we can reach out to more former pupils than before, and with the cooperation
of the school we are building a strong membership group amongst recent pupils as they leave Mount House to continue their education
elsewhere. Together with Chris and Melanie Redman, a web site (www.mounthouseassociation.co.uk) has been established and year on
year we have the statistics to show that it is being accessed more and more often. Association Day brings our members back to the
school for the annual cricket and rounders fixtures and for the opportunity to greet old friends and meet new ones. Over the years, the
Association has supported a number of school projects and presented to the school an armillary and a marquee. We have much for
which to thank all of the committee members who have helped to breathe new life into the organisation.

One of the key challenges with doing this is geographical: relatively few of our members, and particularly in the younger
demographics, live within easy reach of the school so the committee is considering how to reach out to members elsewhere. The south
east is an obvious target - we have had successful social events in London in the past and are looking at how best to do this again and
will welcome suggestions for events or venues wherever there are sufficient numbers to make it viable.

This won’t detract from the events at the school – we’ll still have the cricket and rounders fixtures on Association Day, and will really
welcome keen players to strengthen the teams. The committee meets three to four times per year to talk about what we can do to serve
our fellow members and the school, and often enjoy refreshments and good conversation at the Peter Tavy Inn. We’re always looking for
new blood for the committee, and will welcome any volunteers!  

Geoff Whaley’s death was a shock to everyone in the Mount House community. He will be particularly remembered for his support for
school sports and for setting up the school farm. Geoff also made a huge contribution behind the scenes to the life of the school. Over
this winter, the Association plans to plant two specimen trees in the school grounds to commemorate Geoff Whaley and Philip Moore.
